A. As a part of my activities for FOVIG (national association of parents of children with a visual impairment):

· In 1995 the book ‘Tim, plotseling blind’, (Tim, suddenly blind), published by FOVIG and still in use for new parents (downloadable on www.dvlop.nl under ‘Publicaties’).
· From 1992 until 2005 publications in almost every edition of FOVIG-news. These are available in Dutch only. Subjects: education at home and at school, discovering ‘the world’ (getting to know objects, animals etcetera),  tips for outings, how to cope wit emotions and the like. 

From 1998 on I made several studying trips during holidays, visiting schools and services for VI in Denmark, UK, and Germany. My special interest was: inclusion, accessibility of sciences for Braille and low vision students, culture and sports, preparation for independence in study or work and the nature and amount of support given to students in  mainstream schools. I published my findings amongst other always in FOVIG-news.
· I contributed to other magazines on these subjects as well
· Magazine for nursing (‘A blind child in hospital’)
· Impairment and Policy
· The Educator (quarterly of the International Council for the Education of the Visually Impaired – ICEVI)

· In 2001 I supported a student in developing and a course ‘Programming for blind children’ 
· In 2002 my son and I closed the ICEVI-world conference in Noordwijk as Keynote Speakers. The subject was: Inclusion.
